	“2 Timothy 1.3-7  – Forefathers, Family & Friends”

V.3-4 – I thank God…
This is really an amazing statement – and it is a pivot point for the rest of passage.  As we talked about last week, Paul is in prison, in chains as a criminal, condemned because of the proclamation of the Gospel.  Having been in this position before, and he has seen how God worked through his sufferings for His glory. Acts 16.22-40 is a great example of this.  Paul focuses on three things here, 1) Thankfulness to God 2) The plan and purpose of God 3) The glory of God (through prayer).  This letter has great weight – greater than just a word of encouragement to Timothy - and honestly, it would be of little worth without the weight.  Paul weaves care and encouragement with theology and teaching, reminding Timothy of his friendship and co-laboring with Paul.  Timothy was a dear friend to Paul, one of the few he had left.  He had traveled, ate, wept, sang, suffered, rejoiced, and preached the good Word to anyone who would listen with Paul.

V.5 – For I am mindful of…

Paul takes Timothy back home in this verse – reminding him that the legacy he carries is not only that of Paul, but also of his mother and grandmother (much as Paul carries the legacy of his forefathers).  While in this passage he uses dwelt in regard to faith, it might help to know that Paul uses the word in other letters, specifically in regard to things like the words of Christ (Colossians 3.16), sin (Romans 7.17), the Holy Spirit (Romans 8.11), and God (2 Corinthians 6.16) (Word Comm.).  What faith these women must have had, to still be a measuring stick for Timothy’s faith.  Will our children outpace us?  That is a scary thought. But wouldn’t it be far worse to have them never even get on the track?

V.6 – For this reason…

Don’t let you kids outpace you – frankly, it’s embarrassing.  That may be not a direct translation, but don’t miss the key point here – kindle afresh.  There are a variety of reasons why we lose a bit of flame – busyness, laziness, carelessness, etc..  All of them are lacking one thing – perspective.  Is our faith marked with a clear conscience, constant, and sincere (without hypocrisy – James 3.17) faith?  If not, we have hope – the gift of God is His, and we cannot lose it.  It just needs some kindling.  But what is that?

V.7 – For God has not given us…
Wait.  Before we get too far – go back to the beginning.  This is the final point from which v.3-4 breaks out.  How do we even possibly imagine living a life like Paul – or even Timothy?  He sets up a dichotomy here – we have (as always it seems) only two routes away from here 1) A spirit of timidity 2) A Spirit of power and love and discipline.  Now the second option – we’re all for the first 2 (who wouldn’t be?), but that last 1, not so much.  Easy enough to see that.  The question here is why would anyone even want to be associated with the first option?
