	“2 Timothy 2.1  – “Be strong in the grace”

What does it mean to be strong in the grace? What does it mean to Paul?  What is he 

trying to pass on to Timothy? And then going forward what is he trying to pass on to us? I think it is a very rich and misunderstood command. At least in my life!
3 incorrect ways to approach this command:

1) We don’t understand where our strength should come from and we try to live life 
on our own.
2) Be strong to earn or deserve the grace. 

3) We might want to be strong in the grace, but don’t understand what is meant by  that or don’t understand what we are to be strong in.  Namely grace. 
2 Timothy 1:9

Ephesians 2:8-10 

The problem is that some of us see grace only as an event in theological history, 
where Christ died to save us or we understand grace only as a doctrine or an idea. 
 If we understand grace as only that,  we will have a hard time seeing that grace is something we can and are supposed to be continually strong in.  

Ephesians 2:10 says we are his workmanship in the sense of a prized possession, His 

finest work, His masterpiece.   Do we see ourselves like this?  2 Timothy 1:9 says he 

has saved us and called us to a Holy Life.  If you are saved, do you see your life as 

Holy or is a Holy Life something you are striving to attain?  Grace allows us to see 

ourselves as God sees us.  

Romans 3:21-26

Do we live like we are saved by grace but then go back to living by works?  I never think we do this on purpose it but if unchecked can naturally happen.  We feel we 
need to strive  to earn our grace or makeup for our sin.  When we do this we are 
saying that our salvation wasn’t sufficient.

Galatians 2:16-21, 3:2-5

If we are saved by grace we must live by grace.  We live by grace by trusting in the source of that grace.  And by trusting in the source of that grace we are pleasing 
God. (Hebrews 11:6)  That is it!  We understand that we are saved by grace; we understand that because of grace we are called a saint, so now our only response 
is to trust in Christ who is the source of that grace.

Now let’s go back and look at 2 Timothy 1:7 under a different light. 

Ephesians 3:14-21

14For this reason I bow my knees before the Father,  15from whom every family in heaven and on earth derives its name,  16that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man,  17so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; and that you, being rooted and grounded in love,  18may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth,  19and to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled up to all the fullness of God.  20Now to Him who is able to do far more abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according to the power that works within us,  21to Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus to all generations forever and ever. Amen.

2 Timothy 2:1-7 

1You therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus.  2The things which you have heard from me in the presence of many witnesses, entrust these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.  3Suffer hardship with me, as a good soldier of Christ Jesus.  4No soldier in active service entangles himself in the affairs of everyday life, so that he may please the one who enlisted him as a soldier.  5Also if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not win the prize unless he competes according to the rules.  6The hard-working farmer ought to be the first to receive his share of the crops.  7Consider what I say, for the Lord will give you understanding in everything. 

2 Timothy 1:9

9 who has saved us and called us to a holy life—not because of anything we have done but because of his own purpose and grace. This grace was given us in Christ Jesus before the beginning of time, 10 but it has now been revealed through the appearing of our Savior, Christ Jesus, who has destroyed death and has brought life and immortality to light through the gospel.

Ephesians 2:8-10 

 8 For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 9 not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.  10For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them. 

Romans 3:21-26

21But now a righteousness from God, apart from law, has been made known, to which the Law and the Prophets testify. 22This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe. There is no difference, 23for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. 25God presented him as a sacrifice of atonement, through faith in his blood. He did this to demonstrate his justice, because in his forbearance he had left the sins committed beforehand unpunished— 26he did it to demonstrate his justice at the present time, so as to be just and the one who justifies those who have faith in Jesus. 
2 Cor. 5:17 
17Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things have come.

Galatians 2:16-21, 3:2-5

 16 nevertheless knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the Law but through faith in Christ Jesus, even we have believed in Christ Jesus, so that we may be justified by faith in Christ and not by the works of the Law; since by the works of the Law no flesh will be justified.  17"But if, while seeking to be justified in Christ, we ourselves have also been found sinners, is Christ then a minister of sin? May it never be!  18"For if I rebuild what I have once destroyed, I prove myself to be a transgressor.  19"For through the Law I died to the Law, so that I might live to God.  20"I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me.  21"I do not nullify the grace of God, for if righteousness comes through the Law, then Christ died needlessly."  

3: 2 I would like to learn just one thing from you: Did you receive the Spirit by observing the law, or by believing what you heard? 3Are you so foolish? After beginning with the Spirit, are you now trying to attain your goal by human effort? 4Have you suffered so much for nothing—if it really was for nothing? 5Does God give you his Spirit and work miracles among you because you observe the law, or because you believe what you heard?

Hebrews 11:6 
6 And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him.
1 John 5:3-5: 3 

This is love for God: to obey his commands. And his commands are not burdensome, 4 for everyone born of God overcomes the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith. 5 Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God.
