	2 Timothy 2:1-7  
We spent last week working through Paul’s command or appeal to Timothy to “be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus”  We talked about what misconceptions we have in our own lives about that appeal and then how those misconceptions turn into mis-living.  Namely what does it look like in our lives to Live a life that is strong in the grace of Christ.
v. 2- Paul first starts off by renewing Timothy’s resolve in his purpose as an Elder in the church of Ephesus, which is to entrust the things you have heard me say to faithful men who then will be able to teach others.  This is a similar command that he gave Timothy in 2 Timothy 1: 13-14

v. 3-4- The Soldier: Share in the suffering, be devoted

A soldier doesn’t pursue suffering but by position as a soldier during a time of war, they will experience suffering and hardship. Being a member of God’s family we will experience hardship and even suffering.  Since that is a given by occupation, What then needs to be the attitude to get the soldier through the suffering.

v. 5- The Athlete: be devoted, focus on the reward
Now Paul uses the metaphor of the athlete to paint a picture for Timothy of two other aspects of his calling.  Being devoted and focusing on the reward.  In the Olympic Games there were 3 prerequisites any athlete had to meet: He had to be a true born Greek, he had to train for 10 months before the games and swear this before a statue of Zeus and finally he had to play according to the rules.  Paul uses this analogy to emphasize following rules of training not following the rules of the contest.  Like he used the Soldier to help get timothy in the mindset of suffering for Christ, he uses the athlete to encourage Timothy to have the devotion for his calling.

v. 6- The Farmer:  focus on the reward

Paul finishes now with the analogy of the farmer. Like the soldier he has to suffer by working hard, Like the Athlete, he has to be devoted to the land and his task.  But I think Paul uses the farmer to once again hit the point of focusing on the reward.  Remember the point of this letter is to not only focus Timothy to look to the grace of Christ but also to encourage him.  

v. 7- Pause and wrestle with the words

The Greek work “consider” means to “think over”, “ponder”, “understand”.  Paul at this point in the letter wants Timothy to pause in reading this and ponder what he has been told.  To think about where is getting his strength from and to think about what he can learn from the 3 analogies.  So we will do the same.
