	2 Timothy 3.10-17 - “Discipleship leading to Salvation”

V.10-12  Now you followed my… Teaching (Learning), conduct (Doing), purpose (Focus), faith (Reason), (With) patience, (Driven & Strengthened by) love and (Leading to) perseverance (Through) persecutions and sufferings.

V. 13 But evil men will proceed from bad to worse.  This is most likely one of the largest stumbling blocks for the unsaved sinner – why would a good God allow this to happen?  We referenced Psalm 73 at the end of last week, and that provides us some comfort in regard to the end of those who pursue evil.  Jesus also talks about this in Matthew 13 in regard to the wheat and the tares.  In the end it is not an issue of today and tomorrow as of eternity (Romans 8.18). 
V.14-15a You, however, continue in the example and teaching set before you.  There is a small danger that might cause us to skip v.14-15 for the sake of v.16-17, which are foundational verses for saved sinners in regards to the divine nature of Scriptures.  But Paul is seeking to underline a specific idea before that point – the value of discipleship – which started far before he met Timothy.  

He starts this section (v.10-12) referencing himself as a teacher, a spiritual father, a co-laborer to Timothy and is reminding him that these things are of little good if they are just filed away for a later date.  He must continue in them – quite literally to preserve them by moving forward in the things he has learned – something like practice makes us more useful as a vessel for the work of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, leading to perfection on the last day (Rev. 21.1-7).

But he doesn’t stop with his own influence on Timothy, he makes a subtle reference to Timothy’s childhood that point to the work of his mother and grandmother (see 1.5), putting the work they did in Timothy’s life right up with that of Paul.  

V.15b-17 You, however, continue in the sacred writings of Scripture

1. This is directly referencing the OT, as much of the NT isn’t in the form we have now (see Romans 10.11,13 which are quotes from Isaiah 28.16 and Joel 2.28-32)

2. Scripture leads to wisdom – which should in turn lead to salvation (see v.7), which is the whole purpose of God – we come into a God glorifying relationship with Him.

3. This is because all Scripture is inspired by God, and it’s purpose is His glorification

4. It is profitable for:  Teaching (Building up), Reproof (Taking back), Correction (Setting straight), Training (Growing up) in Righteousness (Observable Christ-following life), so that the man of God may be adequate, equipped for every good work (Walking forward)
