	2 Timothy 4 - “Finish Well”

V. 1-4 Preach the Word

The first three chapters have constantly put the focus back on the Word, calling Timothy to: Retain the standard of sounds words (1.13), be Approved as a workman, Accurately handling the word of truth (2.15), because they are able to give wisdom that leads to salvation (3.15).  Finally they are profitable for teaching, reproof, correction, for training in righteousness, so that every man of God may be equipped for every good work (3.16-17).  

Paul is charging Timothy to put all those pieces together – to be ready in any season or circumstance to guard, work within, and use the Word of God to,

V.  5 Fulfill your ministry To do this he must: 

1. Be ready – sober and aware of the times he in which he lives (see Colossians 4.2-6)

2. Endure hardship (see Matt 10.16-22; John 15.18-21 & 16.1-2; 2 Corinthians 11.23-27)

3. Do the work of the evangelist (Acts 8.26-38)

One of the best places to see these working together is in Jeremiah 20 (also see 5.14) and in the New Testament in Col. 1.25.29.

V. 6-8 Fought. Finished, Kept till that day

Paul calls himself a “drink offering”, referencing Numbers 15  (also see Romans 12.1 or Philippians 2.17).   He is being poured out, but his goal here is not to focus on his circumstances for sympathy sake – he is seeking to remind Timothy that as he fulfills his ministry there will be cost.  In this case Paul has been in the process of being poured out for a long time, and the cup is about empty.  Knowing that, he takes us back through many of concepts used in his letters and preached in Acts.  He has:

1. Fought the good fight (1 Tim. 6.12; 1 Cor. 9.25-27; Ephesians 6.12-20; Col. 1.29)

2. Finished the course (Acts 20.24; 1 Cor. 9.24-25. Phil 2.14-16; Eph. 5.15-17; Col. 1.9-12)

3. Kept the faith (Acts 20.27; Phil. 1.27-30, 3.7-21; Col. 3.1-4, 17; 2 Thess. 3.13)

As a result, Paul is not weary about going – if anything he wants to fully know (1 Cor. 13.12. 15.51-54; Phil. 3.21-26) that which the Lord has kept for him until that day (1.13).  The promises are not for Paul alone, but to all who have loved His appearing.
