	God gave…us a new song!
Luke 1:39-80

    Behind every action by God there’s a motivation for you and I to key into. He’s always trying to reveal something about His character, or His desires, or to bring to Himself further glory and us greater wisdom and understanding, which leads to greater joy. Already in Luke we’ve seen God act when He gave a clear testimony so we could know Him (1:1-25), and how He did this in spite of us (1:26-38). These two things should give us enough cause to sing a new song, like Mary and Zecharias – indefinitely. 

1:39-56 Mary’s Song – God had shown Himself faithful through Mary and she was responding in song. The Lord had shown favor to Israel and to Mary by bringing about the birth of the Messiah. Promises made long ago to Abraham in Genesis 12, were coming to fruition. 

1:57-80 Zechariah’s Song – Zechariah gave praise as well for the Lord’s faithfulness to His people and His promises. He exclaimed gratitude for His coming to redeem His people and for showing Himself mighty over Israel’s enemies. 

*An interesting note: Prior to Jesus sending the Holy Spirit to dwell in the hearts of every believer (Ephesians 1:13-14), a person was only filled by God for specific tasks. How fortunate are we who are in Christ! Could this be another action by God that should cause you and me to sing His praises?? Should Spirit-filled living reflect God’s glory to others, causing even more praise to flow in His direction?
Let’s look back again @700years prior to Isaiah’s writings, 53:7-12.
    Now Mary and the others may not have known that Jesus would really go through all of this literally until He did it before their eyes, but we have the benefit of looking back into history to see the many truths of His Story. God didn’t just give us knowledge of Him, for He knew that was not enough (53:4-6). He also came and dwelt amongst men to show the way in which He would redeem lost souls. Can you hear a song coming on…? (Are you inspired to live for Him?)
*A point not to miss: This new song we sing isn’t just a melody of spoken words. Jesus gave us actions that we are to imitate; like interceding for transgressors (53:12), or sharing the Good News with the afflicted, or healing the brokenhearted, or living in such a way that “many will see and fear and will trust in the Lord” (Psalm 40:3). 
    Like John was to do, we go on living before others preparing the way of the Lord. All the while praying and hoping for their salvation and for the Spirit within us to show us how we might better reveal His glory. This is the new song that’s been given to all of us, whether rich or poor, young or old, dumb or wise.
