	Transforming into missional communities part 2
1. What is Community?

Last week we talked about a bunch of things, but the point was to maybe open our eyes to the how, why, and what of “Church”.  What does Church mean to us and why?  How does Church fit into our lives and why?  How does Church serve us and how do we serve the Church?  I made the premise that for some of us we need to battle through some of the “tradition” that we have built up for 10-60 years and once again assess in our own lives what Church has become to us.
(Titus 2:11-15, Exodus 6:7)
2. Discipleship is the vision and the mission

I use the saying that the Gospel is the content and community is the context of mission.  Hopefully we understand that and that is helpful.  But before we go on we need to understand the centrality of the Gospel in everything we do.  We need to understand that we don’t just bring friendship, we bring the gospel, we don’t just teach kids to fix boats, we teach them the gospel, we don’t just paint people’s houses, we bring them the gospel.  God’s vision for the Church is given to us in the great commision.

(Matthew 28:18-28)

Like I pointed out last week “we are living out our theology”.  How we live and act tells you and the people around you what your theology is.  Theology is defined as “the study of God”.  So the question begs, “Do we understand the Gospel in our lives”, “Is that being wrestled with and fleshed out in the context of Christian community currently”?

(2 Peter 1:3-11)

3. Building community 

Q:  What would happen if Christianity was banned in the U.S. and our church building seized and our church leaders thrown in jail or killed?  What would we do? How would we act? What would it look like?
My point of the question is “how do we view community?”  If community is the context of the mission, how do we go forward in it with a biblical and healthy perspective?  
(1 John 4: 7-12, Hebrews 10: 23-25, Mark 3:31-35)

If Community is the context of the mission,  Do we see it as life-giving  or life-sucking?  How do we become a part of it, how do we start it, what is keeping us from doing it?

We need to ask ourselves, what is our mindset about community?  Do we have a “missional” mindset of “me for community and the community for the world” or is it more “community for me”?

4. Going forward as missionaries in our culture? Transforming Into Missional Communities

Q: How would we act towards culture if we were going to be missionaries to that culture?  Would we try and adapt their culture to ours?  How would we bring the gospel into their context?
