	“The Gospel Changes Me”
Acts 2:37-47
  We continue our SC Defined series this week by looking into the effects the gospel has produced in the people that make up the church. Using this text we’ll list out some responses of the men and women who now believe in and honor Jesus.

Last week we studied how persons transformed by the gospel: 
V. 37-39 Have had a change of heart:
1. Know they are sinners because God revealed this to them. (John 16:8) 

2. Repent of their old ways of thinking about God and themselves.

3. Get baptized to publicly let everyone know who they now submit to. (Jesus)
4. Remember they are forgiven and live free and joyous lives.

5. Believe they have new life and a Helper to live differently now.
6. Understand the truth of the gospel and desire for all to know it.

7. Know their salvation has been God’s free gift to them.

*Jesus doesn’t just get added to your life, or become part of your retirement plan. He has come to give us new life as we die to ourselves and humbly acknowledge that He is the way and the truth and the life!
V.40-42 Have had a change of community:
1. Recognize sinful man’s behavior.

2. Seek out godliness in relationships.
3. Submit to Christ and His church.
4. Devote to being learners of truth.
5. Devote to being generous with one another, without prejudice.

6. Devote to being God-worshippers (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit).

*Our salvation should be our greatest possession, it comes from God! And in addition to our own faithfulness to God, we should desire to help preserve the holiness of our brothers and sisters now in Christ. 

V.43-47 Now have a change of purpose:
1. Stay aware of the spiritual implications the gospel has on mankind. (v.43)
2. See strength in bonding to the greater gospel community and intentionally become one with them. (v.44 and 45)
3. Daily fix their mind to the point of the gospel. (v.46)
4. Desire God to be glorified above all else. (v.47a)
5. Rejoice more in the salvation of others than in any other thing. (v.47b)
6. Become a dependent missionary. (v.47b&c)
7. Trust God to be Sovereign over His creation. (v.47c)
*Gospel-centered people see the power of Jesus to transform a person, and therefore work and live and breathe to see it happen over and over again to someone else.
