	“1 Timothy 6.11-21 – Life Indeed”

V.11-14 – Flee from these things, O man of God, and:

Pursue - Hebrews 12.  It is one thing to flee from sin – from things that so easily entangle. We need to pursue greater things - otherwise fleeing from one sin might lead us right into another.   These things help provide the fuel for the fight that will follow.  It is foolish to think the pull of the world (“these things”) will give up so easily.

Fight – Matthew 10.24-42.  The language here is not of peace, but of something like war.  The battle is initially for our very persons – but we no longer live for ourselves.  To “live to God” (Galatians 2.19-20) isn’t easy.  That alone is obvious.  Paul reflects on this in Gal. 5.16-25.  But we serve a Lord who, according to v.13, gives life to all things.  There is no better place to be but under the care and command of such a King.

Take Hold – Colossians 3.1-17.  At first, this can sound like a reproof, but Timothy is being encouraged to take hold of eternal life, something that 1. He has already been called 2. For which he had already made a confession.  It is his in terms of position before God, and it is now a matter of continuing in the already/not yet nature of our sanctification.  To see another example of what this looks like after the fact, we need to go over to Philippians 3.7-21.  We all need this reminder of what we have and where we are going.

Keep – Malachi 4.  In keeping the commands of the Lord there is the greatest hope and faith, which will sustain when dark and heavy times come.  But the keeping only comes through consistent living following the example and teaching of Jesus.  Which only comes through discipline.  Which only comes through fighting for a holy life.  Which only comes through pursuit of godliness, righteousness, faith, love, perseverance, and gentleness.  Which can only happen if we flee from sin, which hopes to entangle us before we even get to the starting line, and pursues us every step of the way.

V.17-19 – The fixing of our hope

In closing, Paul instructs Timothy in regard to those who are rich.  This sounds familiar, but is different from v.5-10 where Paul was talking about those who wanted to be rich.  He doesn’t tell them to get rid of their things – but reminds them to:

1. Not be conceited or fix their hope on the uncertainty of riches (see 4.10)

2. Not trust in riches, but the Giver of the riches, given that we might enjoy them.  

3. To be good stewards of the riches, for they are a means of great, eternal, gain.

All of this leads us back to a familiar phrase – take hold of that which is life indeed.
