	Sermon on the Mount - Introduction

5.1-2 Christ as the fulfillment of the Old Testament

Jesus goes up on the mountain, showing, in a manner of speaking, that He is greater than Moses was on Mount Sinai.  Moses’ encounter with God there - the story of which became a symbol of fear and trembling in the minds of the Jewish teachers and scholars – was the watermark for any teacher that followed in the eyes of Israel.  Here too they are going to encounter God in the flesh – giving man once again a pattern of righteousness that could only be completed by following the One before them.  When He sits and opens his mouth, He is continuing the teaching from Matthew 4.4 that man shall not live by bread alone, but on every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God that originally came from Deuteronomy 8.3.  He also takes on a role like that of the scribes, who would stand to read (see Nehemiah 8), but sit to teach.  But the teaching He gives is superior to theirs, for He is not only the writer of all of Scripture, He also knows the hearts of those who He is teaching.  The focus of this sermon is not on us - it is not because of anything we have done that we are called followers of Christ.  It is about His lineage, His word, His character and then, and only then, our response to that.

In light of the above – the question is – what will our response be?  Martyn Lloyd-Jones lists 4 reasons why the Sermon of the Mount should be considered carefully within our hearts:

1.  The Lord Jesus Christ died to enable us to live the Sermon on the Mount (Titus 2.14)

2.  Nothing shows us our absolute need of new birth, for the Holy Spirit and His work within 

     our hearts as much as the Sermon on the Mount

3.  The more we live and try to practise this Sermon on the Mount, the more we shall 

     experience blessing

4.  Living out the Sermon on the Mount is the best means of evangelization - the best means of    

     seeing the Gospel preached.

5.3-9 - Christ’s character as a pattern for righteous living by the believer

5.10-12 - The result and repercussions of following Christ

5.13-16 - The relationship with and responsibility of the believer toward the world

5.17-48 - The believer in regard to the Law and it’s demands (You have heard, But I say to you)

6 - The believer living in the presence of, in active submission to & in dependence on the Father

7 - The believer as the one who lives under the judgment and in the fear of God
